Sailing Barge Xylonite
Xylonite, a spritsail bowsprit barge, was built in 1926 by the Mistley Ship Building Company for F W Horlocks.  In 1984 The Cirdan Sailing Trust bought Xylonite and, after a complete rebuild, returned her to service in 1985 since when she has been used as a sail training vessel for young people.  She also takes part in the annual barge matches and has a very successful track record.  She is registered as a Designated Vessel by the National Historic Ships Committee.

Xylonite is a riveted/welded steel barge and her measurements are: Length 26.52m, 

Width 5.58m, Draft 1 m.  She has a full suit of sails and included is a barge boat (a 14 ft rowing dinghy).  

Xylonite has been kept up to and above the very exacting standards required by the Maritime Coast Guard and holds a Thames Sailing Barge Certificate to carry 12 passengers.  

Xylonite has a Gardner 5LW 85 hp main engine, a G&M 4.5 KW generator, 230-volt main power and 24 volt dc circuits.  Radio equipment includes a Simrad RD68 VHF.

Living Accommodation:-  In the main living area Xylonite has 3 cabins with 15 berths, a large saloon area with galley/pantry, 2 LPG stoves, a fridge and water heater, a solid pine 11 ft table, two heads (one with shower) and gas fired central heating.  Crew quarters include a separate traditional Skipper’s cabin aft and Mates cabin f’wd.

Xylonite is currently afloat alongside Fullbridge Wharf, Maldon.
